Increasing numbers of academic 
institutions axe providing Salk vaccine 
for their students and young faculty 
members as part of an overall program 
aimed at increasing immunization of 
the nation's most susceptible indi­
viduals, said Basil O'Connor, presi­
dent of the March of Dimes organ­
ization. 

MSTC health service plans to begin 
the first inoculation during the week 

of December 10 and the second dur­
ing the week of January 14. Miss 
Lindquist urges all those who wish to 
have the vaccination to return their 
completed forms to the Health Service 
Office by Friday, November 2. 

Public Health authorities point out -
that now is an ideal time to begin 
vaccinations, for the immunization can 
then be completed next summer be­
fore the 1957 polio season.
