Hawaiian trip 
set for summer 

A tour of much of the United 
States and Hawaii plus 8 hours 
credit in geography is available next 
summer for those interested in join­
ing Mr. Harold B. Addicott's geo­
graphy field trip. 

The 22 day excursion will cost $586 
per person, excluding food. 

The first part of the journey will 
be by bus and include tours of the 
Badlands and the Ruslimore National 
Monument in the Black Hills of 
South Dakota. A visit to some of the 
exclusive gambling casinos in Reno 
Nev., is also included on the agenda. 

On the sixth day of the tour the 
group will arrive in San Francisco. 
The seventh day will see the group on 
a United Air Lines Mainliner headed 
for Hawaii and a Waikiki Beach 
hotel. 

While in Hawaii the students will 
tour the major points of historic and 
scenic interest, and also have some 
free time. A scenic tour of Honolulu, 
a drive around the island of Oaho, 
the Mount Tantalus drive and a Pearl 
Harbor cruise are all included dur­
ing the stay in Hawaii. 

Teaching draws the most 
women college graduates 
Although women chemists, mathema­

ticians, and statisticians receive the 
highest starting salaries of all women 
graduates, the teaching profession at­
tracts the greatest number, according 
to a survey by the United States De­
partment of Labor. 

The majority of employed gradu­
ates — 59 per cent — are teachers. 
The next largest share are nurses, fol­
lowed by secretaries and stenograp­
hers. Biological technicians and social 
welfare workers are next in line. 

The highest starting salaries were 
received by chemists who got $4,847. 
Mathematicians and statisticians fol­
lowed closely with $4,675. The aver­
age for women graduates of June, 
1957, in all occupations were $3,739. 
According to the National Education 
Association, the median minimum 
salary for a beginning teacher with a 
bachelor's degree is $3,000. 

The Department of Labor survey 
also disclosed that 76 per cent of the 
graduates were working full time and 
nearly three-fourth of those employed 
were married. 

Forty-five candidates turned out 
opening day, 28 of them freshmen. 
The Warriors have "no great size" 
according to Grundman.

Rapid progress shown 
on campus construction 

Possibilities of seeing some of 
MSC's latter season basketball games 
in the new fieldhouse are good accord­
ing to Mr. Earl R. Herring, assistant 
to the president. The fieldhouse, phy­
sical education building and stadium 
have been under construction since 
last fall and completion is expected 
around the first of tire year. The 1957 
legislature appropriated $1,462,500 
for this construction. 

Fieldhouse versatile 
The fieldhouse proper measures over 

250 by 130 feet. When the floor is set 
up as a basketball court, the bleachers 
removed, it will provide space for a 
complete indoor track meet. The 
portable floor will be in position most 
of the basketball season but removal 
will allow the stadium to be used 

Milwaukee tips Dragons 
Milwaukee Branch, University of 

Wisconsin, tallied twice in the second 
period to down Moorhead State 13-6 
at Moorhead Saturday night. 

Quarterback Ron Stanton figured in 
both of Milwaukee's long-range scor­
ing plays. Stanton threw Milwaukee's 
first aerial to Dick Rauch for forty 
yards and a touchdown early in the 
second. Shortly later, stanton waltzed 
past Moorhead defenders for an 84 
yard scoring run after failing to find 
a receiver on a pass play. Ed Wick-
lander added the conversion. 

Moorhead moved the ball to mid-
field and Roman Walz quick-kicked 
to the Milwaukee 10 to set up Stan­
ton's run. 

Moorhead gained an edge in the 
first quarter after exchanging fumbles 
with Milwaukee. Bill Jacobson threw 
to Tom Carney on a scoring play 
covering eight yards to send MSC into 
their early lead. 

The Dragons rolled up 67 

rushing to 10 for Milwaukee in the 
first period. 

Milwaukee threatened late in the 
second quarter but was stopped on 
the MSC 4 by an eight-man line. 

Gene Witucki intercepted a Mil­
waukee aerial late in the third and 
brought it back to the Milwaukee 32. 
Three plays later, Gerald Groshowski 
intercepted a Dragon pass on the 4 
to halt the drive. 

Milwaukee rolled for a first down 
before Bob Martin intercepted and 
returned the ball to the Milwaukee 22. 
The Dragon's offense stalled against a 
touch Milwaukee defense. 

Milwaukee totaled more than twice 
as much rushing yardage and three 
times as much passing yardage as 
MSC.

for baseball and football practice in 
inclement weather. 

In addition to the fieldhouse itself 
the new structure will include basic 
indoor physical education facilities for 
men, a practice gymnasium of stan­
dard size, an apparatus gymnasium, a 
wrestling room, two handball courts, 
locker rooms and offices. This section 
of the building is separated from the 
fieldhouse by lobbies serving both fa­
cilities making it possible to carry on 
the normal physical education pro­
gram when the fieldhouse is being 
used for other purposes. 

Field to move 
$150,000 has been appropriated and 

a supplement of $75,000 is expected 
for relocation of the athletic field. It 
will include the area from 17th Street 
to 19th Street and from 6th Avenue 
to 9th Avenue. 

Bids will be let this winter and 
work on the new football stadium 
should start early in the spring. The 
lighted football stadium will be di­
rectly east of the fieldhouse and have 
a capacity of 4,000. 

Surrounding the fieldhouse and 
stadium on three sides will be a base­
ball diamond, softball fields, two prac­
tice football fields, a skating rink, six 
tennis courts, and facilities for out­
door track. 

Library - almost 
Work on the new library is sched­

uled for completion in May and should 
be available for use this next sum­
mer. The most striking feature of this 
new addition to MSC is probably the 
9,000 square foot main reading room. 
Seating 280 students, this room is two 
stories in height with walls of interior 
face brick. 

MSC's new $905,000 library will be 
named Livingston Lord library after 
Dr. Livingston C. Lord, the first presi­
dent of MSC. 

Look to the NW 
Offices, laboratories, class rooms, 

and shops for the science department, 

industrial arts department and psy­
chology department will be housed in 
the new science and industrial art£ 
building. The four story, 80,000 squarft 
foot structure will be located in the 
north west corner of the campus adja­
cent to Weld hall. It is now in the 
advanced stages of planning but bidS 
for construction will be let this winter 
and construction is to begin in the 
spring. Total estimated cost of the 
building is $1,822,000. This new ad­
dition to MSC is expected for use by 
the fall of 1961. 

Ballard hall will enjoy $50,000 
worth of renovation this fall. Such 
work as replacing of doors, door 
frames, repair of showers, and so forth 
will be done. The job will not neces­
sitate removal of the students in Bal­
lard hall. Said Mr. Herring, "Work 
will be scheduled to cause as little 
inconvenience as possible in Ballard 
hall." 

MSC's new heating plant, located 
two blocks east of the campus, is be­
ing tested now and should be in 
operation within the next two weeks. 
The state engineer, in surveying the 
old heating plant, decided that it 
would not be feasible to reconstruct 
the old structure. This structure will 
be remodeled to provide garages and 
shops. 

The general plan for the entire 
campus calls for the west one-third 
of the campus to be academic, the, 
center part is intended for housing 
of the students, and the eastern end 
of the campus will be devoted to the 
athletic and recreational department 
of the college.
