Dragons buried in cellar 

St. Cloud slays MSC 
Dean SkaUerud 

Ed Johnson, a 175 pound Huskie 
quarterback, spearheaded the St. 
Cloud attack as they spoiled Moor­
head State's Homecoming game 16-0. 
Statistically the Huskies outplayed the 
Dragons in every department, giving 
them their first victory over Moorhead 
in three years. 

Johnson scored twice for the Hu­
skies to give them the victory. Jim 
Frush, Huskie halfback, ran well along 
with Bob Swatosch to set up the first 
Huskie tally. Johnson carried the ball 
over from the one yard line to score 
first for St. Cloud. Johnson ran the 
extra point to put the Huskies ahead 
8-0 at half time. Shortly before the 
half ended, Bill Jacobson, Dragon 
quarterback, pitched a lateral to Dean 
Dahl who scampered 66 yards down 
the sidelines for a touchdown, only 

Beavers roll over 
Winona, 31-8 

Bemidji State College scored in 
every quarter to roll over Winona 
State 31-8 Saturday night at Winona. 
The win assured the Beavers of at 
least a tie for die Northern States 
College Conference title. 

Quarterback Dan DeCamp and 
right halfback Jerry Green tallied 
touchdowns in the first period widi 
DeCamp kicking the conversion on 
Green's. 

DeCamp went over from the one 
on a sneak after a 60 yard drive; 
Green scored on an eight-yard run. 
Bemidji piled up 466 total yards to 
P17 for the losers. 

Tony Price scooted 34 yards in the 
second and Vern Hafer plunged from 
the one following a 50-yard third 
quarter series. Bill Hammon added 
the final on a 19 yard fourth quarter 
rum 

Fullback John Quist picked up the 
Warrior's only touchdown on a three 
yard third quarter run. Tom Keepers 
passed to Dave Rislove for the con­
version 

to be called back because the pass 
was a forward lateral. 

A determined Dragon squad start­
ed the. second half and rolled well 
into Huskies territory only to fumble. 
St. Cloud capitalized on the fumble 
and marched 65 yards for their second 
and final touchdown. Johnson again 
led the Huskie touchdown drive with 
a long pass to Frush. Johnson ran the 
ends and Swatosch went off tackle 
to push the Huskies to the Dragon 
six yard line. From there quarterback 
Johnson went over for the counter. 
Swatosch followed by adding the two-
pointer to clinch the victory for the 
Huskies.
